1. Identifies and uses parts of a book to gather information.  (M)

2. Uses bibliographies for information and documentation.  (I)

3. Constructs appropriate bibliographic citations for research papers.  (I)

Benchmark 3:  Formulates questions based on information needs.




Indicators:

1. Develops essential questions that go beyond fact finding.  (D)

Benchmark 4:  Identifies a variety of potential sources of information.



Indicators:  

1. Independently uses information sources and the accompanying technology.  (D)

Benchmark 5:  Develops and uses successful strategies for locating information.                                      




Indicators:  

1. Locates nonfiction materials to demonstrate a basic understanding of Dewey Decimal classification.  (M)

2. Uses location skills to include information found outside the library.  (I)

Standard 2:  The student who is information literate evaluates information critically and competently.



Benchmark 1:  Determines accuracy, relevance, and comprehensiveness.




Indicators:    

1. Seeks multiple sources to verify the accuracy of information.  (D)

Benchmark 2:
 Distinguishes among fact, point of view, and opinion.




Indicators:    

1. Explains how facts, opinions, and point of views are different from one another.  (D)

Benchmark 3:  Identifies inaccurate and misleading information.




Indicators:

1. Identifies sources that demonstrate misleading information.  (I)

Standard 3:  The student who is information literate uses information accurately and creatively.

Benchmark 1:
 Organizes information for practical application.


Indicators:

1. Independently organizes information, e.g., outlining, bibliographies. (I)

Benchmark 2:
 Integrates new information into one’s own knowledge.


Indicators:

1. Synthesizes information on given topics from more than one source and more than one format.  (D)

Benchmark 3:
 Applies information to critical thinking and problem solving.



Indicators:  

1. Applies problem-solving strategies independently.  (D)

Benchmark 4:
Produces and communicates information and ideas in appropriate formats.

Indicators: 

1. Chooses the best format to present information.  (D)

Standard 4:  The student who is an independent learner is information literate and pursues information related to personal interests.

Benchmark 1:  Seeks information related to various dimensions of personal well being, such as career interests, community involvement, health matters, and recreational pursuits.


Indicators:

1.  Explores a range of sources related to personal interest

and well-being.  (D)

Standard 5:  The student who is an independent learner is information literate and appreciates literature and other creative expressions of information.

Benchmark 1:  Derives meaning from information presented creatively in a variety of formats.


Indicators:

1. Compares and contrasts information using various formats.  (D)

Standard 6:  The student who contributes positively to the learning community and to society is information literate and recognizes the importance of information to a democratic society.

Benchmark 1:  Seeks information from various sources that represent diversity and culture.     



Indicators:

1. Accesses and uses a library to locate and read various materials that represent diversity and culture.  (D)

Benchmark 2:  Respects the principle of equitable access to information.

 
Indicators:

1. Uses information resources efficiently so that they are available for others to use.  (D)

Standard 7:  The student who contributes positively to the learning community and to society is information literate and practices ethical behavior in regard to information and information technology.




Benchmark 1:  Respects intellectual property rights.







Indicators:

1. Defines plagiarism and states the full citation of information used for research. (D)

Benchmark 2:  Demonstrates proper use of electronic information, including network protocol, user privacy, and computer etiquette.



Indicators:

1. Follows all school guidelines related to the use of computing and communications hardware, software, and networks when resolving information problems or questions.  (D)
