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Revised Math and ELA Curriculum:

In 2015 the Kansas Department of Education formed committees to begin reviewing the 2010 Kansas College and Career
Ready English Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics standards. In the fall of 2017 the Kansas State Board of Education
adopted the 2017 English Language Arts and Mathematics Standards. These standards were built with the purpose of
providing educators, parents, and other education stakeholders a clear view of what instruction in these content areas
should look like in Kansas. As a district, we are in the process of reviewing these revised standards and making
adjustments to our current ELA and Mathematics curriculum. The timeline for implementation is as follows:

= 2017-2018 School Year
e Zero year for reviewing the 2017 Mathematics Standards and local curriculum alignment.
e No assessment changes for 2017-18
= 2018-2019 School Year
e Districts' initial implementation for the 2017 Mathematics Standards
e Assessment will field test items aligned to the 2017 Mathematics Standards
= 2019-2020 School year
e Full implementation for the 2017 Mathematics Standards
e Fully aligned summative assessment

In the area of mathematics many supporting documents have been created to help educators understand the standards
and plan for classroom instruction. As stated in the standards document, not all standards should have equal priority.
At every level in mathematics there are intricate, challenging, and necessary concepts that serve as prerequisites. In
order to help every student achieve success after high school both in the workforce and college we need to give them
enough time to succeed in these major areas. The math standards team recently released the Grade Level Focus (GLF)
documents. The GLF documents have been designed to assist districts in planning their instructional time. By examining
these documents you can see that addition and subtraction within 20 is a grade level focus at the first grade. Addition
and subtraction within 100 is a priority at second grade and in third grade multiplication and division within 100 is a
focus. | am excited to dig into these documents with our teachers as we begin to work on curriculum realignment and
plan for instruction which will positively impact student learning.

Wetmore Teacher Reduction:

On Wednesday, January 24™ Mr. Schnacker and | met with the Wetmore K-6" grade teachers to discuss options for
reducing a teaching position. We discussed possible combination classes of 1%/2" and 3"/4™ at the elementary level.
We also discussed other possibilities which could include combination classes at the middle school level in the areas of
Social Studies and Science. We encouraged teachers to email us their teaching preference and we are currently working
on a rough draft of a schedule to present to staff for additional feedback. Mr. Schnacker and | will be providing
additional information on this topic to the board as part of the agenda on Monday evening.

Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) Training Standard:

At the December 2017 State Board of Education meeting the board approved the addition of Cardiopulmonary
Resuscitation (CPR) training as part of the Kansas Health Education Standards. These Kansas Health Education Standards
are model standards, but they are not mandated or required. CPR is not a separate credit requirement and will be
incorporated into our freshman level health course as part of these revised standards. In reviewing the
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Standard the basic goal is for our students to be taught basic first aid skills, compression and how to use a defibrillator.
The American Heart Association has a grant to provide kits to schools, which are to be available August 2018. To learn
more about this new standard you may visit the CPR Fact Sheet.
